Mobile phones are now ubiquitous. Even at the lower end of the handset 
market, mobiles are fast becoming personal media centres. But the killer ap-
plication that is absent is streamed video content.  But change is coming... 

Device Revolution 

Mobile handsets are no longer constrained by 
poor displays or ‘tinny’ sound. 

Just consider the iPhone. The touch screen is a 9 
cm liquid crystal display (320×480 pixels, HVGA) 
with scratch-resistant glass, and can render 
262,144 colours. The iPhone 3GS also features a 
new Fingerprint-resistant oleophobic coating.   

With stereo headphones attached, the Apple 
iPhone – and many of the latest generation mul-
timedia phones – is a more-than-adequate per-
sonal TV and video player. 

However, content is missing. Multimedia phones 
are perfectly capable of streaming YouTube con-
tent on a WiFi network – but users are often still 
denied streamed video via standard 3G and 
HSDPA networks.  Not any more... 

Why such slow progress? 
First, mobile operator companies are not enter-
tainment companies. Early attempts to offer 
paid content via mobile devices faltered because 
of poor streaming technology and handsets that 
weren’t fit for purpose. Second, the best, most 
lucrative, content was missing – there seemed 
to be a gulf between content owner and service 
provider. The result: poor take-up and short-
lived service provision.
